Fundraising updates

We have set a fundraiser goal this year of $50,000  The plan for getting there is as follows:

Donor drive: 

Thanks to the donor drive committee, Traci Gay, Jeff Schimmel, Jorge Paganin, Joan Izenstark, Andrea Gootnick and Kristi Dworman, we are currently at 17% participation on the donor drive with (4000?) raised. 

We need higher participation, though.  We now are extending the donor drive to corporate giving levels and would like to encourage all members to reach out to local businesses.  It is important to remember that one-on-one solicitation works had a much greater impact than sending out letters. 

One example of parent stepping up:  The Grill on the Alley fundraiser, which donates 10% of food sales back to the IBPA.  This fundraiser will go on through December 31st. 

We’re still investigating locations to place tiles or brinks on our Pathway to Knowledge.

Comedy night

The first IBPA Comedy Night fundraiser is planned for February 2nd, 2010.  Jeff Schimmel and Traci Gay presented the event and its fundraising potential. A committee was put into place.  The success of this even depends upon the word getting out and a high parent participation. Jeff Schimmel is the process of enlisting world-class comedians. The event will take place at Canyon Club with 100% of ticket sales (or $35 per person) to benefit the IBPA.  We are looking for an attendance upward of 500.  The canyon Club can hold twice as many.
